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One of our global servants once commented to me that the 

worst thing about living in a warm climate near the equator 

is that people do not have a concept of “winter.” There is 

no season when freezing temperatures and snowy roads 

keep you indoors more, and darker days sap your energy.

Just as we might annually experience the “death” of winter 

followed by the new life that buds in the spring, the biblical 

pattern shows many of God’s servants in seasons of 

“death” before seasons of “life.” After triumphing over the 

prophets of Baal, Elijah flees to Horeb and sleeps for days. 

It is not until after Elijah has ceased all activity that the 

LORD speaks to him about what lies ahead. Jonah spends 

days in complete darkness in the belly of a fish before he 

finally follows God’s directive to go to Nineveh. In poetic 

foreshadowing of his own death and resurrection, Jesus 

states, “I tell you the truth, unless a kernel of wheat falls to 

the ground and dies, it remains only a single seed. But if it 

dies, it produces many seeds” (John 12:24).

Friends, these past couple of years have felt like 

a season of death and waiting. In most parts of the 

world, the COVID-19 pandemic has not resolved, and 

IM’s global servants are up close and personal with many 

desperate needs heightened by the pandemic. 

At the Fundación Proyecto de Esperanza in Bolivia,  

Global Servants J.D. and Rhonda Reed watched as two 

of their ministry partners nearly died from COVID and no 

hospitals had available beds. As the team prayed, God 

miraculously provided the supply of oxygen and volunteer 

medical care needed to save their lives. 

In the Democratic Republic of the Congo, a broken water 

pump at a mission hospital meant no one could access 

water unless they carried it, six gallons at a time, two miles 

uphill from a spring. Global Servant Wayne Niles and a 

team were able to install a solar-powered pump. People 

came from everywhere to receive water during the dry 

season when it hadn’t rained for months.

The biblical pattern tells us that the season of death 

gives way to a season of life. Did you know that we 

are currently responding to more than forty individuals 

and couples who have expressed a desire to serve cross-

culturally? And, friends, we are looking for more! These 

are sprouts of God-given new beginnings coming up 

like crocuses in the spring. Many are responding to the 

invitation to become disciples of Jesus Christ in spite of 

their circumstances and others are becoming followers of 

Christ because of their circumstances.

Will you take part in the new life God is creating? 

For two centuries, God’s mission through IM has been 

dependent on God’s faithful people working together to 

respond to God’s call. I hope you will use this Leaders’ 

Guide to seek what God might say to you and your church 

today. How might God be calling you to participate in what 

the Holy Spirit is doing around the world?

THEME | God is always doing a new thing in 

mission. Children can partner with God’s mission 

work now and in the future. 

SCRIPTURE | Isaiah 43:18-21

OBJECT(S)  

• A cell phone (new or older) 

• Old phones (crank, rotary, wall mount, 

etc.) or printed pictures of old phones

CHILDREN’S SERMON

LESSON

1 Share about your experience with phones—show old 

phones or pictures of old phones. Say something like: 

“When I was a child, phones hung on the wall. People did 

not carry phones in their purses or backpacks. We had to 

stand by the wall because the cord reached only so far.” 

2 Tell how phones have changed—show a new phone.  

Say something like: “Today, we do not have to stand by a 

wall. We do not have to walk to the phone because our 

phones are always with us. Cell phones have made talking 

with family and friends easier. You can call or text from 

almost anywhere.”  

3 Ask: “Do you think phones will be different in the future? 

What do you think phones will look like when you are 

older?” Allow children time to share.

4 Share about God’s ingenious use of technology. God 

has used all kinds of new ways to share the good news 

of Jesus. Two hundred years ago, when we sent our first 

missionaries, they had to travel in boats. They sailed for 

months before getting to their place of service. Then 

God used trains and planes to get missionaries to other 

countries. And today, some of our missionaries can use 

the internet to tell others about God’s love. You can see 

a picture above of missionaries Carlos Bonilla and Mayra 

Giovanetti teaching the Bible to people in Chile through 

Zoom.

5 Ask: Do you think there will be new technologies in the 

future that God can use to tell other people about Jesus? 

Do you think you could be part of that?

POINT | God is doing a new thing in mission. Children 

can partner with God’s mission work now and in the future. 

CLOSING PRAYER | Heavenly Father, we do not know 

what the future will bring but we know you. You are a good 

God who works in mind-blowing ways. You have used 

boats, trains, planes, and now the internet to share the 

good news of Jesus with people all over the world. We 

know you are not done with this work, so use us in new 

ways to tell others about your love. In Jesus’ name. Amen. ORDER FORM
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Sarah serves through the new extension of Fundación Proyecto de Esperanza (FPE, 

formerly known as House of Hope) in Santa Cruz, Bolivia. Sarah is partnering with 

local churches and training women to become mentors for girls in the Talita Cumi 

Girls’ Club Program. This positive youth development program from IM Global 

Servant Barb Bolick offers safe spaces for discipleship, character building, and 

empowerment for vulnerable girls ages eight to twelve years old. 

“I kept seeing and hearing the need for a program for underserved girls, so when 

Barb introduced me to the program, I knew it was an answer to prayer,” Sarah says. 

“What excited me most was that it was community based—led by women within the 

community where the girls live. Pastors in Latin America are excited to gain this tool 

for ministry and outreach.”

want a relationship with him and to serve him.

2. Pray for Sarah as she continues her Master of Divinity program.

J.D. and Rhonda have served in Bolivia since July 2011. Rhonda is a nurse who 

oversees the Fundación Proyecto de Esperanza (FPE, previously House of Hope) in 

the cities of Cochabamba and Santa Cruz. FPE encompasses an array of health and 

development ministries led by local churches focusing on urban ministries to families 

and at-risk women and children. In 2019, eight hundred children and their families 

benefited from the ministry’s mobile dental clinics, and four hundred from their 

mobile medical clinics. 

As regional consultant for theological education throughout Iberoamerica and the 

Caribbean, J.D. coordinates the Master of Theological Studies Latino/a Ministries 

(MTS) program in partnership with Palmer Seminary. This unique program makes 

theological education accessible to pastors and ministry leaders by offering it online 

and in Spanish. Its students come from eleven countries throughout the Americas to 

receive vital ministry and spiritual formation training to prepare them for service in 

their local contexts.

Bolivian families gather for the health clinics 

led by Global Servant Rhonda Reed and the 

Fundación Proyecto de Esperanza.
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Katherine and Wayne have served God through International Ministries since 

1990. First assigned to Haiti, they moved to the Democratic Republic of the 

Congo (where they both grew up as children of American Baptist missionaries) in 

2004. Wayne works with IMA World Health assisting in the management of health, 

development, and relief projects. These projects strive to provide integrated, 

holistic, and sustainable interventions that increase access to quality health care 

for the most vulnerable.

Katherine is the medical coordinator for the network of Baptist hospitals staffed 

entirely by Congolese health professionals. She and her team accompany these 

hospitals in facing the challenges of providing quality Christ-centered health 

care to poor patients. The procurement and distribution of medical supplies 

and new hospital equipment, together with the installation of solar power and 

computerized hospital management systems, have a tremendously positive 

impact on patient care.

“The mission hospitals are about quality care and also about being salt and light 

in the midst of sickness and death,” Katherine explains. “What a difference that 

can make.”

Kathy and Tim are IM associate global servants, appointed by IM in association 

with New City Fellowship in St. Louis, Missouri, to serve in the Democratic Republic 

of the Congo. Tim is the medical director of Vanga Evangelical Hospital. Kathy is 

a registered nurse and educator who teaches doctors’ children and coordinates 

training physicians in hospital administration. The Rices aim to train the next 

generation of Congolese doctors, nurses, and health administrators in Christ-

centered, whole-person care, empowering them to use the limited resources 

available to restore life and health across the Democratic Republic of the Congo. 

“In our region in the DR Congo, 50 percent of children are suffering from 

malnutrition,” Kathy says. “Many of those seeking treatment for malnutrition are 

single moms raising children. At the hospital, we have converted one of the maternity 

wards to a malnutrition treatment ward. Here we stabilize the children with nutritional 

food and supplements to move them out of immediate danger of death. What makes 

it ‘Christian’ care? The critical aspect is that you bring not just help but hope. Fear 

overwhelms people, and we share the good news that we serve a God who is both 

powerful and loving.”

1.  Pray that God would send co-laborers to work alongside our Congolese 
partners: specifically, a kindergarten teacher, a financial administrator, and 
medical educators.

2. Pray for a spiritual renewal and vitality in the region, and in our lives as well.
